10th July, with a knife. They severally pleaded Not Gailty.
<+ . Onthe same day a boy named Wm. Madden, was
found guilty of burglary, and sentenced to two years im-
prisonment al Sing Sing. Ivis but three months since this
same lad was tried for burglary, and acquitted on account of
his youth.

In the caee of William Eberle. 2 German, indieted for the
murder of Thomas Gilfroy, by shooting him in the Ninth
avenue, a number of competent physicians decided that the
prisoner was insene, and recommended that he be sentto
the Penitentiary Hospital en Blackwell’s Island until he shall
recover his senres when a trial fer murder may be bad.

—On Thursday last the Board of Health adopted an ordinance
providicg that all vessels arrivisg from Bsltimore or ports
south thereof, shall be placed in quarantine for thirty days,
unless a certificate in writing shall be obtainedfrom the Heaith
Oflicer certifying that no sickness exists on hoard snch ves-
sels. The duties imposed upon pilots by the quarantine laws
apply also to vessels designated in the ordinance alluded fo,
The law gces into operation immediately, and will continue
in force uxntil the first day of November next. This action
was imperatively called for, in view of the fact that two or
three vessels bave recently arrived at this port which have
proved to be infected after having dischargad thsir cargoes at
our wharves. It is only a few days sinez a schoonsr arrived
at Washington Market with a cargo of sweet potatoes from
Black River, Virginia, and aftes her cargo was dischargad
the mate was attacked with yellow fever, There is no yellow
fever in the city now, and with the present siringent qiaran-
tine regulations it is not likely that there will be. ' Itis fright-
ful to contempiate the stats of things which would exist in our
densely crowded city should this dréadful malady once gaina
foothold here. On Friday moraing the Brookiyn Board of

Health passed the first and second sections of the ordinanse

passed by the New York Board, restricting vesszls from

tricts. The Mayor protested against this course, hut it was
pursued notwithstanding, and the Mayor then went acound in
person, and had them locked up again, at the same time
giving the police orders to arrest every man, be be who he
wight, Alderman, Chief Ergineer, or any other person, who
attempted to interfere with them. On Monday night the af-
fair came up for diecussion in the Common Council, when,
after a lergthy debate, the whole subject was referred to the
Fire Department of the Westﬁ District for report. Mayor
Hall is of opinion that a pald e Depaatment should be or-
ganized, but he will kardly succeed in bringing such a thing
akout.

PRrOGRESS OF THE INVESTIGATING COMMITTER,

is chalrman, met again cn Wednesday afternoon last, and pro
ceeded to seek for Jight on the dark subjects which they have
been appointed to unravel. Nothing satisfactory, however,
was elicited.

He was pot at ail contumacious, but an-
swered every question that was put to him readil His ex-
aminstion, however, was destitute of interest.,  Briggs’ chief
ohject at this sitting seemed fo be to obiain correctiaformation
as to the dispesition made of stolen goods for which no ownars
could be found, but nobody could give him the desired infor-
mation, snd be might as well have asked the off.repeated, but
hitherto unsolved question, ““Where do all the pivs go fo??
Captain Norris, of the Tenth Ward Police, was put upon the
stand, and although he gave a satisfactory aceount of all pro-
perty which had ceme into his possession asfar as he was
personsily coneerned, he said nothing about the general dis-
positicn of unclaimed property. The committee seems to get
along but slowly, ard to keep up the interest, Briggs will ere
long be obliged to tackle the Chief of Police again.

Svicipes.—The mania for suicides does not
seem to abate any. A number of cases have happened du-
ring the past week. A man named Joun H.
aged sbout 69 years, hung himself on Menday tin the
wood-house of the premises No. 229 Cherry street, where hea
resided. It was shown on the coroner’s ingusest that he was
very intemperate and very poor, and these combined causes
icubtless led him to commit the ragh act.

A married womsn named Ann Thomas, commitied suicide
by takisg Jlaudanum on Wednesday night, at her residence in
Concord sireet, pear Bridge street, Brooklyn. Pecuniary
troubles are said to have led fo the sad resuit in this case, The
unfortunate womsn leaves hehind her a husbaad aond two
childeren, the youngest an infant abeut 8 months of age

The wife of Mr, Storrs, residing at 85 Railroad Avenue,
Jersey City, committed suicide a few dayssince by drownlag
hereelf in the cistern of the house, which containad but about
s:x inches of water. Grief for the loss of an idelized duughter
was the cceasion of the act.

TrOUBLE AMONG THE POWERS THAT BE IN
HorokeN —Therg seems to be cousiderable difliculty existing
at present between the Mayor and the Chief of Police, backed
up by certain members of the Commoa Couneil of Hoboken,
The Chief, it seems, claims to be indepeundent of the Mayor,
and ssserts that he hag full power over the police force, to
appoint or remove policemen, at bigpleasure,  The Mayor
is 1ot of the same way of thicking and recently vetoed an
ordinance embedying these idess, and framed by the Board
of Counciimen.

Tuar WRricKoF A MAN.—A short time gince
the Bighth Ward police arrested a wretched-looking but harm-
less vagrant who for some time past has been wandering
around the streets in a deplorable state of destitation. His
story is a mourxful ard a somewhat romantic one. His name
is Edward Carter. He is a carver by trade, and is said to be
an extraordinary workman at hig business. Several years
ago, He was a promising member of ,a clubof young men,
and remarkable for his vivacicus qualities—a mind well
stored with knowledge, a good siuger, a brilliant intellect and
withal, an excellent companion, he contributed vastly to ths
society of his friends, among whom he was very popular.
In 1842, Carter became desperately enamered of an actress in
whom all his bopes of future life were “eentered, aed for
years he nourished the hope of suceess, until at last the
burden of his héert overcame the strength of bis mind, his
reason was dethroned, he became a lunatic, and its couse-
quences, destitution, bave confirmed him a vagraut, It i3
understood he has found comfortable quarters on Blackwell's
Island for six months.

er Afriea on the 11th, her mails reaching this city from Bos-
ton on the 13th, we have five days later news from Europe,
The steamship ArsZo from Southampton alzo arrived at this
port on Wednesday afternoon. The news is not of much
impertance. . . We have the old story of Sebastopol not
taken; but the French Emperor anaounces, in a letter to
General Pelissier, that he has certain information *that the
Russians canzot hold out during avothzr winter, sand that he
hepes the city will soon fall under the blowszof the allies.”
On the 27th of Avgust, Prince Gortschakoff' wrots that the al-
lied fire was occasionally stronger, but that the state of affairs
was altered, that the allies dreaded the Russisn attack on
the Cemetery works and were concestrating all their ener-
gies tomeet it. The allies zeport that the Russians lost over
nmnethousand men, killed, woundsd, and prisoners, in the
battle of Trakiir Bridge, and claim the result of that engsge-
ment 85 a decizive victory. They had osne hundred and fifiy
new meriars in position, but they still deny that they bad
commenced a regular bombardment on the 17th of Augusi.
They say that the fire was merely {0 cover their works of
approach. Gencral Simpson inzisted om resigning his com-
mand of the English forcss, and Omer Pasha was finally or-
dered to As'a, where the Turkish 2rmy was in a bad condi-
tion, owing to the close investiture of Karsby the Russians.
.« From the Balilc we lesrn that the late attack on Swea
borg wss in fact a loss to the allied naval forces, they hayving
t0 cease cperations because their suprly of moriars wasex-
baupsted. The fortress, as sueh, was uninjured.’ The Rus-
stan gurboats from Riga had fought two English war vessels,
but we ‘azre nct'icformed of the result. Six Russizn gun-
boats from Cronstadt bad, on August 15th, attacked three
British ships of war, and the engagement lasted for two
hours, but the damage done by either party was small. Of
the Swesnborg affair the London Times talks as follows: “We
must say tbat the actual results are an immense deduction
from ibe boasted victory. Just consider bow the matter
really stcod at the cioge of the bombardment between us and
the Russians, Wehad not sitenced 'their battaries, but we
had silenced our own.

As tha re-
view had lasted till very late, her Majesty was no longer ex-
pected as the Hotel des Invalides; nevertheless, she deter-
mined on going there, notwithsianding the lateness of the
hour, The Queen arrived, conssquently, at night-fail, fol-
lowed by a numerous staff, surrounded by the veteraus of
our old wars, who had hastened o meet her, while she sd-
vanced with neble composure towards the last resting-place
of him who was Engiard's most copstant adversary.

— We have rnews from Texas to the 25th
ult. The Austin State Times says: The company of Rangers
hss Leen divided into three detachments; one is stationed on
Crab Apple Creek, one on the Medina and ore on Cypress
creek; that they are more troublesome in their depredations,
and that if the govercment of Mexieo will not restrain these
Indians, our own government should. The Austin Siate Ga-
2zette of the same date speaks of the crops as being remarkably
fice, and of the intentions of the Indians as becoming pacific.
The San Anionio Ledger speaks of a par y of Indians having
been routed by Lieut. Randall, near Fort Davis, ten of them
killed. and two forced over a precipice sixty feet high; only
two of the party of Indisrs esceped. A friendly Inoian of
the Tonkaway tribe came into the town of Fredricksburgh in
a starving cendition, threw away his bows aud arrows, and
enfreated the inhabitants to give him something to eat. But
instead of doing so. the Germans seized upon him, beat him
in the most brutal manner, and then tied him to a stake and
burnt him to death.  The San Antonio Zexan, of the 23d ult.,
says: We have received information that the Lipans have been
seliing printed goods, shawls, &c., to the Mexicans west of the
Rio Grapde. There is but hiitle doubt but that thess goods
were tbe property of some American or Mexican merchant
whom they killed. Vidauri has given orders to mske prison-
ers of all the Lipsns now in Mexico. Thae Zexan learns that

From Norfoik we have the painful in-
iligence, that in addition to the yellow fever, which con-
tinues without abatement, the losthsome smallpox has made
its appesrarce, and on Saturday ten persons were taken
down with it. It is stated, also, that the fever is spreading
throughout the country adjoining Nerfolk. The offieial report
shows that there were 56 deaths In Norfolk on Menday, 53 on
Tuesday, avd 45 on Wednesday, with 50 new cases on the
latter day.  Dr. Beach, of Washington, and Dr. ‘Briggs, were
amongst the dead. . . . At Portsmouth, there were 26
deaths on Wednesday, and 20 new cases. A great number
of the new cases were amongst families residing in healthy
sections of both towns whieh had heretofore escaped the
disease. . . In Ballimore, 2 meeting of ladies was held to
demand in the pame of common humanity, that the orphans
be immediateiy brought up there. Large subscriptions have
already becn made for their support, and nfirses and super.
intendents engaged. Provisions have also been donated in
suflicient qusantities to support the childeenfor a year, The
relief fund rajsed in Baltimore now reaches $30,000. . . .
There were 48 deaths at Norfolk during the 24 hours ending
at nosn, Thursdey, whilst at Portsmouth, there were only 11
deaths. Among the new cases were the - Rev. Dr. Waike,
Episeopal Minis'er; Dra, Webster, of Baltimore, and Upshur,
of No:folk, Dr. Marsh, of Philadelphia, was about agaiun,
Several cases of fever had made their appearance on board
the U. S. frigate St. Lawrence. 7There is no fever at Suffolk,
At a public meeting reld at the Court House in Louisville, on
tke 11th, Commiitees were appoisted (o eollect subscriptioas
for the reliaf of the yellow fever sufferers. About $2,500
was subscribed in Charleston for the relief of the sufferers:
— Quite a sericus affray occurred in Prines-
ton, N, J.; on Tuesday evening, between the students of
Princeton College and the citizens and police force of the
téwn. A large number of the students (principally of the
sopncmore clags) started forth on what is generally termed
3 horn spree,”’ and while serenadicg one of the Professors,
(3.Alexander,)they were suddeniy sssailed by Mayor Mariin,
and a large pesse of special policemen, who had bean sworn
in for the oceasion, armed with pistols, knives and clabs, and
witheut giving uotice immediately felled several of the stu-
derts to the groand, and attempted to arrest several others.
The students, fesling that they had committed no bresach of
the peace, strongly resisted the efferts of the offizers. In the
affray several of the police received serious injuries, Itis
rumored that an attemapt will be msade to arrest several of
the students; but they declare that not one of their number
shsll be removed from the College grounds under any cir-
cumsiances whalever; that they are armed to fight, and will
fight,

— The vote tor Governor in Texas, as far
as 1eceived, foots up 2s follows : Elish M. Pease, (dem.) 16,-
104; D. C. Dicksor, (K. N.) 12787—Pease’s mujority, 3,317.
The returns are unexpectedly favorable to the American
party. Although the Demcerats have re elected Governor
Pease, his majority is reduced to probsbly less than 3 000.
Dr. W. G. W. Jowers, the American candidate for Lieut.
Governor, has 251 majority, and his election is regarded as a
fixed fact. In the second Congressional district, Peter H.
Bell, dem, is elected. In the first district the returns show—
L.D Evans, (K. N) 7,278; Mat. Ward, (dem.) 6,361—Evan’s
majority, 917. The Legislature is yet in doubt. Tae Senate
is probably democratic, from the iarge number of Senators
who hold over. The House may, or may not, counterbalance
the Senate. We have returns of the election of twenty
Americans to the House, and twenty-ihree democrats.

— News fiom Shanghse reports that Mr.
McLane, our Minister to China, had gone cff on a plessure
trip to Pans, ard the Secretary of Legation, Dr. Parker—he
beng of no particular vse, as there isro interpreter attached
to the legation—Is ruraiizing somewhere in New Hngland;

— By 1ihe Urescent City, which arrived on
the 13'h , we learn that Mr. G. C. Backhouse, British Judge
of the Mized CGommissicn for the suppression of the slave
trade, was brutally mu:deled by & gangof negro rufliass,
while sitting after dicrer in his own house, on the 3lst uit.
The murderers were arrested. The Mexican war steamer
Guerrero, baving Santa Anna ard suite on board, put into
the port of Neuvitas on the 29th ult., for repairs.

The real opinion of the people developed
iteelf at the election for State officers and members of the
Legislature on Monday last, A*dispatch from Portland ren-
ders it quite certain that no choice of Governor has been
made by the peeple, and that the Legislature, in both
branches, will be opposed to the Maine law. Thus securing
the nominee of the Democrate and Liberals (Samuel Wells,)
to the gubernational cbair, and overwhslming the Restric-
tionists, Fusionists, Republicans, and Abolitionists, at one
blow. The contest was unusuaily spirited, and the voie is
the largest ever polled in the State.

A prefessional slsve calcher made the captare,
and alleged that the negro was a slave owned in Virgisia,
w! ose master had employed him to make the arrest, Two
negroes were taken at the time, but ons managed to eacape
on reaching Chambersburg, The Chambersburg Whig says,
not the sligh'est evidence was shown that either of the ne-
groes wa 4 slave, nor was any attempt made lo procure the
sarction of ihe law,

— The Richmond “American’” says: “We
pever eaw aoy cccasion set apart for any purpose of the
kiod, so universally observed by all classes of our ci‘izens as
on Thuisdsy last, the day appoinied by the Mayor, on which
to return ibanks for the health which had been vouchsafed
to the people, and an exemption from the plague now devas-
tating our sister cities of Norfolk and Portsmouth. Ser-
mons apprepriate to the occasion were preached in the
several churches, and all scemed to be imbued with the
proper spirit,”

— From South America we learn that the
difficuities between Parasguay and Brazil have been settled.
Mr. Marcy bad addressed an official leiter from Washington
to the Minister of Foreign Affairs in Paraguay, disapproving
of the conduct of Consul Hopkins in Assumpiion. In Bo-
livia, Belzu’s son-in.law, General Cordova, had been elected
President. A military officer, formerly sentenced to four
years imprisonment, for the crime of peculation of the public
funds, hss been shot.

— The Michigan Republican State Con-
vention met at Kalamazoe on the 13th. A letter from Cas-
sius M. Clay, embodying his views on the slavery issue, was
read, and resolutions similar to those usually presented at
such gatherlngs were adopted. A general convention of the
repubiican party, with the view to the adoption of more ex-
tended measures to ‘resist the encroschments of slavery,
was recemmerded. General Wilson, of Massachusetts, ad-
dressed the meeting.

— Sericus riots have occurred in the rural
districts around Namur, in Belgium. The inhabitants, con-
celving the manufacturesicf chemical productions abounding
in these parts were hurtful to the crops, turoed out in large
numbers, and attacked these establishments., - The troops
were called out, and, having been attacked with stones and
other missiles, fired in gelf-defence. Two of the assailants

The rice of the Rast
Icdigs will have & preference over that produced in our
couniry, and an atiempt will be made to supersede American
by Spanish vessels in carryingsthe trade.

— A dwelling-house in South Boston, Mass.,
is now being remodeled, by putting stores in the basemeut
slory. When finished, the easterly store is to be used as an
apothecary store. The housd overhead is to be occupied by
& pbysician. Thse other store is to be occupied as a cofila
warehouse, and the house over it has been leased by an un-/
dertaker—a noteworthy combination of interests.

— The third anuual exhibition of the
United States Agricultural Society is to be held in the ecity of
Boston in October next. The two former exhibitions of this
society were held alternately at Springfield, Mass., and’
Springfield, Ohio. By the aid and co.operafion of the ciiy
of Boston, the most liberal arrangemenis have been made
for the accommodation of the society.

— Advices from Mexieo to the 24 instant
apnounce that General de Ia Slave had taken possession of
Vera Cruz, at the head of the liberating army, and refused to
acknowledge the provisional government under Carrera.—
Alvarez and Comonfort were hourly expected at the capital.
The plan of Ayutla had been adopted in Zacatecas.

— News to the 3lst ultimo from Turk’s
Islands is of little import. Salt was scirce and ranged from
25 cents to 27 cents per bushel owing to the abundance of
rain that had lately fallen. At Inagua it was selling at from
27 cents to 30 cents per bushel, and searce, also owing to the
rain.

— The boat race between the St. John and
Boston clubs came off on Thursday. The distance rowed was
twelve miles, and the siakes amountea to 3,000, to say nothing
of outside beiting to a Jarge amount. On the ninth mile the
Boston club gave up the contest. An immense crowd of spec-
tators witnessed the race.

— Accounts fiem all parts of Massachu-
setts represent druckenness to be on the increase, since the
passage of the Maine lJaw. In New Hampshire, on the con-
wrary, the law is being strictly enforced. The latec State
has no great and wealhy importers, manufacturers and

dealers io contend with.

— Thackeray has got a good cutting upin
